ARMED ROBBERY OF USPS LETTER CARRIERS 

The U.S. Postal Inspection Service is offering a reward of up to $25,000 for information leading to the arrest and 
conviction of the suspects who robbed United States Postal Service (USPS) Letter Carriers at gunpoint on the 

specified dates:

• August 5, 2021, at approximately 11:50 AM, in the 2500 block of NW 29th Street, Miami, FL 33142. 

• August 5, 2021, at approximately 1:05 PM, in the 1200 block of NW 30th Street, Miami, FL 33142.  

Postal Inspectors are seeking three male suspects described as young, dark-skinned Hispanic or Black males, 
approximately 20 years old, with slim builds. They were wearing dark or black-hooded sweatshirts and black 

shorts or pants. The suspects were driving what appears to be a dark blue or black Jeep SUV (pictured above).
